Welcome to the West Lake in Hangzhou for the 10th National Conference of Analytical Psychology
and Sandplay to explore the theme of “Image from the Heart and Soul: Healing and Transformation”

and its significance.

This conference is organized by Hangzhou Normal University, International Association for
Analytical Psychology (IAAP), Chinese Society for Analytical Psychology (CSAP), International Society
for Sandplay Therapy (ISST), Chinese Society for Sandplay Therapy (CSST), Chinese Federation for
Analytical Psychology (CFAP), Garden of the Heart and Soul, Psychology of the Heart, Oriental
Academy for Analytical Psychology (OAAP) and Guangdong Association for Analytical Psychology
(GAAP).

“Image from the heart and soul” is the core expression of Jungian Analytical Psychology and Dora
Kalff’s Sandplay Therapy as well as Chinese-Cultural Psychology. The active imagination, amplification,
dream work and sandplay contain the embodiment of the image from the heart and soul. “Healing and
transformation” is the core idea and method of analytical psychology and Chinese culture; the healing

includes integrity, enlightenment, humility, and mental state of the Self and individuation.

The 10th National Conference of Analytical Psychology and Sandplay will conduct dozens of
plenary speeches, plenary panels, breakout sessions and the discussion of the Garden of the Heart and
Soul as well as five pre-conference workshops. There will be several sessions of group supervision and

case teaching demonstrations for professional members.

This is the 10th National Conference of Analytical Psychology and Sandplay Therapy. Analytical
Psychology and Sandplay Therapy have been developed in China for more than 20 years. In the early
1990s, Analytical Psychology and Sandplay Therapy were mainly promoted and led by Heyong Shen and
his team in China. In 1993, Heyong Shen came to contact with the members of Analytical Psychology
and Sandplay Therapy when he was in the United States. He visited scholars and main members who
in charge of IAAP/ISST there. In 1994, at the invitation of Heyong Shen and Zexian Yan, Thomas
Kirsch (the president of IAAP) and Murray Stein (the secretary-general of JAAP ) visited China. In 1995,
Heyong Shen and Lan Gao were invited to Zurich, Switzerland to participate in IAAP International

Conference. At the conference, they visited the house of Jung and the house of Dora Kalff. They met
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with Harriet Friedman, Rie Mitchell, Ruth Ammann and other people. They brought many books about
Analytical Psychology and Sandplay Therapy back to China to translate and publish. More than 20 years
later, our team had the first Chinese paper on sandplay (Hongxia Fan, 1997), the first Chinese book
named Sandplay (Heyong Shen, Lan Gao, 2004), a set of professional books of the Garden of the Heart
and Soul: Series of sandplay (Heyong Shen, Editorin-Chief, 2004), the first Chinese professional journal
named Analytical Psychology and Sandplay Therapy (Heyong Shen, Lan Gao as Editor-in-Chief, started
in 2014), the first group of internationally qualified psychoanalysts (IAAP) and sandplay therapists (ISST),
and established the Chinese Academic society of JAAP and ISST (CSAP and CSST). At the same time,
we accomplished several important books and works such as “Translation Series of The Philosopher’s
stone on Analytical Psychology” (Chinese Social Sciences publishing House, 2003), “Wen Xin Ji Qing:
Analytical Psychology and Chinese Culture Series” (Guangdong Education publishing House, 2004),
and “The Collected Works of C.G. Jung” (9 Volumes) and “The Collected works of C.G Jung” (20
volumes) and so on. We cooperated with IAAP/ISST and successfully hosted 8 International
Conferences on Analytical Psychology and Chinese Culture (1998-2018). We established the Oriental
Institute of Analytical Psychology where integrated Analytical Psychology and Sandplay Therapy
(Beginning in 1998), initiated and promoted the “The Garden of the Heart and Soul” public service
project (2007), and established more than 80 workstations of the Garden of the Heart and Soul in

Sichuan earthquake zone, Yushu earthquake zone, and in orphanages nationwide.

It is our expectation and efforts to develop an effective theory of Analytical Psychology and
Sandplay Therapy, including methods and techniques on the basis of Chinese culture. This kind of
psychological analysis can be not only applied to individual clinical practice, playing its basic role in
psychotherapy, but also help individual’s psychological development and creation, improve mental
health, and play a role in psychological education. At the same time, psychological analysis can also be
applied in understanding themselves and comprehending the meaning of life, to gain the feeling of
individuation experience and the unity of human and nature. Psychological analysis based on Chinese
culture dedicates to pursuit and practice the meaning of the true nature of the heart, and to explore and
present the realm that mind can achieve. Among the various psychological theories and methods popular
in China, almost only Jungian psychology and Dora Kalff's Sandplay Therapy are based on Chinese
culture. When we face the reasons behind the symptoms and consider the unconscious and healing from
depth psychology, the most important thing is precisely our own cultural foundation. C. G. Jung and

Dora Kalff have a deep love for Chinese culture, so do the IAAP and ISST. Several IAAP and ISST
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chairmen have encouraged and praised the efforts and contributions of Chinese team of Analytical

Psychology and Sandplay Therapy, saying that it had made important contributions to the development

of IAAP and ISST worldwide.

Hangzhou is known as the “the heaven on earth”. The beauty of the paradise is like the glory of
the soul. The city is infused with the hint of Emperor Da-Yu, the embodiment 5000-year civilization,
and the canoe traveled across the lake and bridge 8000 years ago now travels across time and soul. Here,
