virus were organized, which has important academic and social influence both at home and abroad;
The Chinese volunteers in Garden of the Soul also participated in the psychological assistance
organized by IAAP/ISST in Italy and other countries, wining back international reputation.

The Covid-2019 virus has affected the whole world with more than 29,000 thousands diagnosed
patients and more than 900 thousands death, and the numbers are still growing. The life of human
beings faces with unavoidable changes; the resulting anxiety, stress and depression, loss and suffering,
and related mental disorders and mental distress are also increasing; how to obtain adaptation and
comfort, healing and conversion; how to respect and value the nature, to preserve the glory of
humanity, to reveal the realm of the mind, we need to think and act.

to translate and publish.

Over the past 20 years, our team have the first Chinese paper on Sandplay (fan Hongxia, 1997),
the first Chinese monograph on Sandplay (Shen Heyong, Gao Lan, 2004 ) , the first set of
professional series "soul Garden: Sandplay series”" (edited by Shen Heyong, 2004) , the first Chinese
psychoanalysis and professional journal of Sandplay (Shen Heyong, Gao Lan was the editor in chief,
which was first published in 2015), as well as the first batch of internationally qualified psychoanalysts

(IAAP) and Sandplay therapists (ISST), and was recognized and established the "Chinese society"
of IAAP and ISST (CSAP and CSST) .

Meanwhile, research institutes, research centers and research institutes of "psychoanalysis and
Chinese culture" have been established in South China Normal University, Fudan University and
Macao City University,hundreds of doctors and masters with psychoanalysis and Sandplay as the
research direction were cultivated, as well as dozens of postdoctoral and visiting scholars at home and
abroad,we have completed the translation of psychological analysis of the touchstone (China Social
Sciences,2003) , and Good luck in writing: psychoanalysis and Chinese Culture Series (Guangdong
Education 2004 ) , as well as Chinese translation of important works such as Jung's works (9 volumes)
and Jung's complete works (20 volumes) ;in cooperation with IAAP / ISST, we have hosted eight
consecutive sessions of "International Forum on psychoanalysis and Chinese culture" (1998-2018) ,
with the integration of psychoanalysis and Sandplay game of Guangdong Oriental psychoanalysis The
hospital (started in 1998) initiated and promoted the public welfare project of "soul garden"

(started in 2007 ) , and established more than 80 mental garden workstations in Sichuan earthquake
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area, Yushu earthquake area and orphanage nationwide.

On the basis of Chinese culture, it is our expectation and effort to develop an effective theory
of psychoanalysis and Sandplay, including methods and techniques. Psychoanalysis and core
psychology can not only be used in the individual clinical level, play a basic role in psychotherapy;
but also can help people's psychological development and creation, improve mental health, give play
to the significance of psychological education; at the same time, psychological analysis can also help
people to get self experience and heaven and man on the level of understanding self and
understanding the meaning of life The feeling of oneness. Psychoanalysis and core psychology, based

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During the congress, 36 seminars were held, including “Seminar on Li Yu’s Thoughts”, the Second

Psychology”. Abbot Ren Farong, head of the China Taoists Association held a special symposium on “Taoism
and Analytical Psychology” at Louguantai, who vividly introduced Laozi’s demeanor, where the Self and

enlightenment lie.

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Introduction of Jiangxi Normal University

Jiangxi Normal University (JNU) is a university jointly established by the
Ministry of Education of the People's Republic of China and the People’s Government of Jiangxi
Province as a basic capacity building engineering university in central and western China.Located in
Nanchang, the capital of Jiangxi Province that owes profound historical and cultural deposits and the
reputation of “rich natural resources and outstanding people”, the university integrates ten disciplines
of philosophy, economics, law, education, literature, history, science, engineering, management and art
into an organic whole. It has great influence on the political, economic, cultural and social development
of Jiangxi province and has been designated as a provincial key university (normal University) for priority
development by the People’s Government of Jiangxi Province. Jiangxi Normal University has two
campuses, Yaohu Campus and Qingshanhu Campus, covering an area of more than 2.33 million square
meters and a construction area of more than 1.4 million square meters. It has more than 3.2369 million
pieces of paper literature and 3.4957 million volumes of electronic books. Without walls, Yaohu
Campus is surrounded by a 7km long Yao River, higtlightening its ecological and Humanity

characteristics.

The University originated from The Bailudong Academy in Lushan, based on the National Chung
Cheng University(UCC) founded in 1940. In 1949, it was renamed Nanchang University, and in 1983,
it was renamed Jiangxi Normal University. It is an ordinary university with the longest history of
undergraduate education in Jiangxi province. After seven address changes, six name changes and four
adjustments, Jiangxi Normal University summed up the school motto of “Meditate and practice
earnestly, uphold the integrity”, with a fine school spirit of “unity, diligence, seeking truth and
innovation”. It has formed the educational thought of “people-oriented, student-oriented, socially-
oriented and morality first”, the tradition of “perseverance and hard work” in running schools. The key
task of Jiangxi Normal University is “establishing the school with quality and academic excellence,
strengthening the school with talents and characteristics, prospering the school with management and
harmony”.

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School of Psychology in Jiangxi Normal University was firstly prepared to set up in April 2007 and
was officially established in September 2008. The school has a doctoral program and a post-doctoral
research station. and it is the first teaching and research unit in the university with undergraduate,
master, doctoral and post-doctoral students. The school’s history starts from the Social Education
Department of National Chung Cheng University in 1941. After nearly 80 years of ups and downs and
Exploring through difficulties,generations of psychologists consisted the school motto of “Thought in-
depth and working persistent » To be impartial”, and the idea of “Exist with quality, prosper with
talents,strengthen with innovation, cast with culture, glory with harmonious”, the discipline of
psychology has been developing forward.

Basing on a high starting point and aiming at the frontier of world psychology research, the school
has set discipline construction as the top priority of work, taken the innovative road of connotation
construction and scientific development, and accumulated a solid academic foundation.The subject of
psychometrics has entered the national leading ranks, and it’s research of thinking psychology has an
important influence in China. The discipline of psychology has been established as a first-class growing
discipline in Jiangxi Province ;Basic psychology and applied psychology are the key disciplines of Jiangxi
province. The major of Psychology is the undergraduate brand major of Jiangxi Province and won the
first place in the professional evaluation of schools and universities in the province. It's Chinese core
journal, Psychology Exploration, which is included by CSSCI, is an important professional journal in
the field of psychology. The main research platforms include The Key Laboratory of Psychology and
Cognitive Science of Jiangxi Province, Psychological Health Education Research Center of Jiangxi
Normal University, the key research base of Humanities and Social Sciences of Universities in Jiangxi
Province, “Teacher Quality Monitoring and Improvement Based on Big Data” 2011 Collaborative
